Team Communication: All Managers should send an email to their team as soon as teams are organized to introduce yourself and let them know what team they are on for the 2025 spring season. The Woodstock Little League website is automatically connected to the “Game Changer” app.  This app will automatically pull all rosters, games and practices from the website and has a chat function to communicate with parents.  After downloading the app you can add your team.  
Field Clean Up: Field clean-up will be held on Saturday 3/15 at 9am.  Please look out for announcements.  We may have to do certain activities across multiple days.
Umpires: All games for Minor baseball/softball and Major baseball/softball should be umpired. WLL will try to find umpires but ultimately it is on the coaches to try to secure umpires for home games. Volunteers will definitely be needed at the Major and Minor division levels. Please consider volunteering or encouraging team parents to volunteer. Any questions should be directed to Melissa Barnes.

Practices: Practices for the first couple weeks of April will be scheduled shortly after teams are organized. We will do our best to honor all preferred day/time requests. After these first couple of weeks, it is the Manager’s job to communicate to Guillaume Brousseau your requests for practices. To request to schedule your practices, please check the Master Schedule on the website to see if the desired time/location is available, then notify Mike Sampson or Guillaume Brousseau and ask him to add it to the schedule. We will then double check that the date/location are available and confirm with you. We ask that every team try to schedule at least one practice per week.  If schedules permit it a 2nd practice especially on the weekends is a great way to build skills.  Practices should be kept to reasonable amount of time.  Recommended durations are as follows.

· T-Ball: 45-60min

· Coach Pitch 1-1 ¼ hr 

· Minors 1 ¼ -1 ¾ hr

· Majors 1 ½ -2 hr

If you need to cancel/reschedule any practices, please contact Mike Sampson and he will update the website.

Background check: Every manager, coach or volunteer must pass a background check before they are able to help. Emails were sent out to all coaches to complete the background check. This emailed form will automatically register you with Little League International. If you did not receive an email or you are having issues completing the online check, contact Guillaume Brousseau.  If a digital copy cannot be filled out a paper copy can be provided.
Opening Day: Opening Day is tentatively scheduled for Saturday, April 26.  Opening day will a cookout and  games/scrimmages for all teams.  Any changes or additional details will be posted on the website and communicated to the league soon.

Picture Day: Team and individual pictures will take place at the Roseland Park fields on Tuesday 5/6/25. Scheduled times will follow and be posted to your team schedules.
Concession Stand:  For Minor and Major Divisions, the home team is responsible for opening/ closing the Stand. Please communicate with your team to ensure coverage. Coach pitch & Tball are not responsible for this. Children under age 16 are not allowed to run the stand unsupervised. This is an important fundraiser for the League. For any questions concerning the concession stand please contact Megan Crescimanno Mcrescimanno@thompsonpublicschools.org.
Little League Fundraiser: Some players have opted to participate in the fundraiser rather than buying out (these players will have a “Y” listed under Fundraiser on the roster sheets provided to you). If a player has a “Y” they are expected to sell at least five tickets and return the tickets and money to you by the communicated due date. If a player has an “N” they do not have to sell any tickets, but they will be given five tickets to fill out and return to you without money. Any player that bought out of the fundraiser (“N”) can still sell tickets if they wish. The Spring drawing tickets will be provided to you soon and the due date will be communicated to you. Please communicate this information to your team.  All tickets will be turned into Megan Crescimanno, Alicia Puliafico-Groccia. Any questions can be directed to Megan, Alicia or Mike Sampson.  
Game schedules: The district scheduling meeting will take place on Sunday March 30th.  Major/Minor Softball will be at 3PM  followed by Majors Baseball at 6pm and Minors Baseball 7pm/Minor Baseball at 11am.  If you are not able to make it a schedule will be made for you. Once the master schedule is complete, the game schedules will be posted to the website. Coach Pitch and Tee Ball game schedules will be completed and posted soon. Once gathered, coach contact information will be posted to the website for all outside town managers. If you are the visiting team, you should always confirm date/time/location with the opposing manager. Please be courteous and arrive on time. If you are the home team and need to cancel (due to rain, etc), you will need to contact the visiting coach. As the home team, it is your call. Please be mindful that field availability in the spring is very tight, so please try not to cancel unless it's a safety concern.
Scoring: 
Tball – instructional level, scores are not recorded

Coach Pitch – scorekeeping is optional, each team will receive a scorebook, results will not be posted
Minors/Majors Baseball – You will track pitch count, scores, etc Results and pitch counts must be posted on the district website with 24 hours of completion of your game.  A link for score posting will be posted to the website. Please refer to the rule book for age level pitch count guidelines that must be adhered to.  
Minors/Majors Softball – Pitch count is not required but you will have scorebooks to record all results.  Results must be posted on the district website with 24 hours of completion of your game.  A link for score posting will be posted to the website.

Prior to the start of each game, it is recommended that coaches confirm the rules with the opposing team and the Tball, Coach Pitch and Minors levels coaches and have a copy of the rules with them and all coaches download the Little League Rule app.
Equipment/Field Keys: Each team will receive an equipment bag with batting helmets, bats and catchers equipment, as well as a key to the Roseland Park fields and game balls. The lock code for the main gate is “1957”.  Managers will be responsible for these items and they must be turned in at the end of the season. Any questions should be directed to Facilities Manager Steve Crescimanno. If you cannot make the scheduled pickup time communicated to you, please email or text Steve Crescimanno to coordinate pickup.  For any equipment issues contact Equipment Coordinator Eric Mauer
Uniforms: Each player will receive a shirt, hat (visor for softball) and socks. As soon as they arrive you will be contacted by Mike Sampson to coordinate delivery/pickup.

Player Pool/Concerns/Questions: Any player pool requests, player concerns or player related questions should be directed to our Player Agent, Steve Depina at  sd12remodeling@gmail.com
Safety: 2025 WLL Safety Manuals can be found in our concession stands as well as online under the “Resources/Coach Resources” tab.  Please review this manual before your first practice.  Managers should ask that parents fill out a Medical Release Form, which can be found on our website under the “Resources/Coach Resources” tab. These forms should be filled out and returned to the manager.  Please have the Medical Release Forms with you at all practices and games.  Please report any injuries that occur to WLL Safety Officer Ashly Meyer (ashlylynn.meyer@yahoo.com).  Additionally, if you feel any player has been placed in the incorrect division of play, please contact John or Steve Depina for a safety evaluation.

Medical Information/First Aid: Each team will be supplied with a basic first aid kit including ice packs.  Please review your rosters/medical forms for any known health issues with players (asthma, allergies, etc). Parents should be at the field for all practices and games, we do not encourage drop-offs. A few tips relating to basic first aid:

· Keep the players hydrated and familiarize yourself with signs of heat stroke

· Epi-pens should be administered into the thigh and hold for 10 seconds

· Should an adult tooth come out – place in milk and get to the dentist ASAP

· Head injuries can be serious, familiarize yourself with concussion symptoms
Locking up: Last manager to leave the field should lock up the Roseland Park gate.  Keys will be provided to all managers. Concession stands need to be locked, scoreboard turned off, fields dragged, trash totes emptied, and gate locked. If cars are still parked there, but everyone from teams are gone, please contact the Roseland Park caretaker (who lives on property).
Field Maintenance: At the end of practices and games the bases must be put away and the fields must be raked and dragged to maintain the playing surfaces and reduce weeds.  It is recommended to enlist parents on your teams to help.  Fields can be raked and dragged by hand or with the Husqvarna mower.  WLL coaches, board members and parents mow the fields, please reach out to Steve Crescimanno or Mike Sampson if you would like to help mow.  For any field maintenance issues contact Facilities Manager Steve Crescimanno.
Mandatory Training:

All coaches this year must submit a background check through the WLL website and Abuse awareness training through Little League website.  You should have received an email with a link to the background check and a separate email from Guillaume Brousseau with a link to the Abuse Awareness, you can also scan the QR code below.
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
